According to Eckler, the longest words likely to be encountered in general text are deinstitutionalisation (or deinstitutionalization) and counterrevolutionaries, with 22 letters each.[17]A computer study of over a million samples of

The idea and invention of the word is credited to songwriters Robert and Richard Sherman.The English language permits the legitimate extension of existing words to serve
new purposes by the addition of prefixes and suffixes. This is sometimes referred to as agglutinative construction. Its absurd length is due to the fact that proteins get their scientific names by combining the names of all of their joined amino acids together, and titin has quite a lot
of them. For obvious reasons, titins official name has never actually appeared in a dictionary or scientific text. Because it is a scientific term, many would disqualify the Big M from actually taking the crown as Englishs longest word.pneumonoultramicroscopicsilicovolcanoconiosisPneumonoultramicroscopicsilicovolcanoconiosis, coming in at 45 letters long, is typically the biggest word you will find that actually appears in an English dictionary. According to many sources, it was coined around 1935 by Everett Smith, who at the time was the president of the
National Puzzlers League. The word, which was basically engineered for its length, refers to a lung disease caused by inhaling silica dust.sesquipedalianismLets look at a word related to the business of longest words. Sesquipedalianism is the tendency to use long words. Do you have sesquipedalian tendencies? (We do.)The word is traced to the ancient Roman poet Horace, who in a treatise on the art of poetry wrote that in certain circumstances, poets must avoid sesquipedalia verba, a Latin phrase meaning words [verba] a foot and a half long [sesquipedalia].
Horace clearly had a sense of humor.pseudopseudohypoparathyroidismWe include pseudopseudohypoparathyroidism, another medical term, because this is one of the longest words to appear in major dictionaries that wasnt created with length in mind. Pseudo- is a combining form meaning false, pretended, unreal.You might notice the appearance of pseudo- twice. Thats because this disorder simulates the symptoms of pseudohypoparathyroidism, in which the body doesnt respond to the parathyroid hormone. So, there are two levels of faking it going on here.
English isnt the only language with lengthy elements of its lexicon. Get to know some of the worlds longest words! antidisestablishmentarianismOften, people will bust out antidisestablishmentarianism as the longest word they know and are actually able to say. This word has rarely been used and is only mentioned due to its ridiculous length. This word refers to opposition to withdrawing support from the Anglican Church as the state church of 19th-century England.supercalifragilisticexpialidociousEven though the sound if it is something quite atrocious, we
do really like the word supercalifragilisticexpialidocious. This nonsensical word with no real meaning was popularized by the 1964 Disney film Mary Poppins and is often used by children as an example of a humorously long word. Songwriters Richard and Robert Sherman take credit for this exact spelling of the word, but the word itself existed even before Mary Poppins made it popular.floccinaucinihilipilificationHeres one that is also very meta: floccinaucinihilipilification is a rarely used word that means the estimation of something as valueless. It is usually
used in reference to itself! Dating back to the 1700s, the word contains four Latin roots that all mean of little value or trifling: flocc, nauc, nihil, and pil. The word honorificabilitudinitatibus, which is said to mean capable of receiving honor, has two major honors to its name. Firstly, it is the longest word to ever appear in the works of William Shakespeare. Billy the Bard only ever used it once, in his play Loves Labours Lost (1590s). Secondly, honorificabilitudinitatibus is the longest English word wherein the consonants and vowels alternate back and forth.
Check it again if you didnt notice!uncharacteristicallyUncharacteristically for most of the really long words youve seen so far, the word uncharacteristically is often said to be the longest word that the average English speaker will commonly see or actually use in everyday life. As you may already know, uncharacteristically is an adverb that describes something as not being typical or acting in a characteristic manner.incomprehensibilitiesAt 21 characters, another one of the longest words you might actually use yourself is incomprehensibilities. We define
incomprehensible as impossible to comprehend or understand, so incomprehensibilities are things you cant comprehend. Comprendes?uncopyrightablesIf you look closely at the spelling, youll notice a peculiar thing about this word with 16 letters. It does not repeat any letter; each character is used only once. This word is sometimes called an isogram among lovers of words and word games.One of the longest isograms is subdermatoglyphic, at 17 characters. But, since subdermatoglyphic (dermatoglyphics studies the patterns of skin markings on the hands
and feet) is a bit scientific and certainly not one that is used often, were spotlighting uncopyrightables instead because its one we can all remember. It means, of course, items that are unable to be copyrighted.rhythmsThe word rhythms may not look like much at only seven letters long, but it is said to be the longest English word without one of the five main vowels in it. The letter Y, that wishy-washy sometimes vowel, is filling in while A, E, I, O, and U are taking a break. As we all know, the word rhythms means movements or procedures with uniform or
patterned recurrence of a beat, accent, or the like. Are there really words without vowels? Depending on the definition, the answer might elicit a hmm. strengthsStrengths is another smaller word with a big achievement under its belt. It is the longest English word with only a single vowel in it. Considering it is only eight letters long, that really shows you how much we value our vowels. The plural strengths is most often used to mean positive or valuable attributes or qualities.squirrelledWe go nuts for this word. While the word squirreled usually only has one L
in American English, some dictionaries accept this British English version as an alternate spelling. Some Americans pronounce the word squirrelled as a one-syllable word (rhyming with curled). This makes squirrelled the longest one-syllable word in the English language at 11 letters. If all of that sounds too squirrely for you, the one-syllable verb broughammed from the noun brougham, a type of carriage, is also 11 letters long.As an aside, some may tell you that the word schtroumpfed is actually the longest English word with only a single syllable. This word
has been used in some translations of The Smurfs (which is Les Schtroumpfs in French) in place of the more commonly used nonsensical verb smurfed. In our opinion, claiming schtroumpfed is the longest one-syllable word is just a bunch of smurf.AegilopsAegilops sounds like the name of a mythical monster, but it is actually the name of a genus of wild grasses commonly known as goatgrass. Its the name of a lung disease. volcanic matter coniosis: inflammation from dust When you put these roots together, you get a lung inflammation disease resulting from very small, sand-like volcanic dust. In the ultimate twist of fate, the English word hippopotomonstrosesquippedaliophobia (hi-puh-paa-tuh-muhn-strow-suh-skwipt-a-lee-oh-FOH-bee-uh) means a fear of long words, especially words with many syllables. With 36 letters and 14 syllables, its possible that the name of the phobia may be the most alarming part of it! When you break down hippopotomonstrosesquippedaliophobia, you
get: hippopoto: like a hippopotamus monstro: like a monster sesquipedalia: long words (literally a foot and a half long) phobia: fear You could probably cut it down to sesquipedalophobia, but hippopotomonstro gives the word a big and scary feeling. If you think that the 34-letter supercalifragilisticexpialidocious (soo-per-kal-uh-fraj-uh-lis-tik-ek-spee-al-i-DOH-shuhs) is just a nonsense word from Mary Poppins (1964), youre partially right. But now that supercalifragilisticexpialidocious is in the dictionary, it officially counts as one of the longest words in English!
You can even break it down into parts, although its parts are as nonsensical as its meaning: super: above or wonderful cali: beautiful fragilistic: discussing the quality of being fragile expiali: making amends docious: able to be educated Since supercalifragilisticexpialidocious refers to things that are great and enjoyable, and the meaning comes from its first two roots, super and cali. The rest of it is just fun to say! Although intimidating to say out loud, the 29-letter word floccinaucinihilipilification (flok-suh-naw-suh-nahy-hil-uh-pil-uh-fi-KEY-shuhn) is the act of
deciding that something is worthless. Youre not likely to see it in everyday conversation, but that doesnt mean you cant start using it now! Breaking down floccinaucinihilipilification looks like this: flocci: a tuft of wool nauci: having little value nihili: nothing pili: insignificant fication: the act or process Most of the roots in floccinaucinihilipilification relate to having little worth, with the whole word referring to the act of rendering something as insignificant. A famous example of one of the longest words in English, antidisestablishmentarianism (an-tee-dis-uh-
stab-lish-muhn-TAIR-ee-uh-niz-uhm) means the position of being opposed to breaking away from an establishment. While its not included in the Merriam-Webster dictionary for lack of historical usage, its still a descriptive way to explain a very specific stance The roots of antidisestablishmentarianism mean: anti: against dis: un establishment: an organization arian: person related to ism: belief In 19th-century Britain, antidisestablishmentarianism meant being opposed to changing the Anglican Church as the official state church. Today, it might refer to a person
whod rather not alter the status quo, while someone who supports disestablishmentarianism might want to change things up. Unlike the other long English words on the list, the 19-character word incomprehensibility (in-KAHM-pre-hens-ih-bil-ih-tees) is something you might hear from time to time! Its one of the longest words we use in modern conversation, and it means a state of being unable to understand. Broken down, incomprehensibility looks like this: in: not comprehens: understanding ibility: the state Based on the length of a few of the words youve
read here, you may marvel at the incomprehensibility of language from time to time! Some long English words describe chemical compounds, such as acrylonitrile-butadiene-styrene or dimethoxytetraglycol. But none are longer than methionylthreonylthreonylglutaminylalanylisoleucine, which is so long that its usually used with an ellipsis in the middle. The whole word is 189,819 letters long and stretches across 42 full pages. If you started reading from the beginning, it would take you over three hours to read the entire word! Languages with long words often
have a word structure (known as morphology) that allows words to change meaning when you make them longer. For example, agglutinative languages, such as Turkish, Hungarian, and Finnish, add morphemes to a root to change the meaning of the word. Many agglutinative languages have no limit to how many morphemes they can add, so their words can become quite long! Other languages are fusional, meaning that they have the ability to combine words and use affixes to make very large compound words. German, Dutch, Greek. and Latin-based
Romance languages like Spanish and French follow this morphology with prefixes, suffixes, compound words, and inflections (changing word endings). English includes both agglutinative and fusional elements. You may have noticed that the list of the longest words in English was mainly based on fusional Greek and Latin affixes and roots (including pneumonoultramicroscopicsilicovolcanoconiosis and antidisestablishmentarianism). Words that come from fusional Old English also use inflections to change meaning. But modern English is less fusional and more
analytic, meaning that it relies more on word order to express meaning. Unless you count the modern word supercalifragilisticexpialidocious, of course! This earns the word a Guinness World Record. It is also one of the longest monosyllabic words of the English language.8 EuouaeEuouae is six letters long, but all of the letters are
vowels. It holds two Guinness World Records. Its the longest English word composed exclusively of vowels, and it has the most consecutive vowels of any word. If you are wondering about its meaning, its a musical term from medieval times.9UnimaginativelyUnimaginatively has lots of vowelseight in total, if you count the final y. Whats neat about this word is that its vowels and consonants alternate. Its not the longest word with alternating consonants and vowels, though.10 HonorificabilitudinitatibusThat position is held by honorificabilitudinitatibus, a twenty-
seven-letter way of saying with honorableness.11 TsktskIf you tsktsk someone, you indicate your disapproval by the tsktsk sound or by some other means. Tsktsks is the longest word that doesnt contain a vowel.12 and 13Uncopyrightable and subdermatoglyphicIsograms are words that do not repeat letters. The longest examples are uncopyrightable and subdermatoglyphic. An uncopyrightable song, for example, would not be eligible for copyright. This word has fifteen letters, but one other word without repeated letters is longersubdermatoglyphic. Its
seventeen letters, but youll not have much opportunity to use it outside the realm of dermatology.14
